county eystem, 25 it was improvad by
ug, obviated ane or two sérious objee-
tiona to (he original plan. " Tt consisted
in a call being ftsued by the County
Exeeutive Committea for the Repub.
tican voters in the geveral eleetion dis-
tricts to meet at the uaal places of
helding the elections, betiee the
hours of suurise and sunset, 1o depozit
their ballots for eandidaten for the sev
eral offices to be filled at the fullowing
election, toguher with s delegate to
the coanty eunventian, and three dis
trict committemen for the ensuing year.
The time for holding the County Con-
vemiIm i also mentioned i tho eali,
genera'ly set a day or two after
the primary vlections.

At the primary clections the  dis
trict Committees are in  attendancs
with a box for evory oilice to be filled
and two extra hoxes for the vates for
delegate and committecs. The voling
lasts a¥l day, und the hoars ary fixed
that every man can vote that li at
somedime during the day, lists being
kept of thase voting and challenges be.
ing allowed, no persou’s vole, howe
er, being exeluded who piedges .

1st. It gives greater satisfaction te
the members of n party.as it is impossi.
ble to pack the caucus, tha polls being
generally open twelvo or fourteen
hours, and the time of apenisg and
closing ngreed upon, no set can rule
the resalt.  Tealso gives every man a
chance of being represented in mak-
ing the ticket, & thing that s impossi-
ble 10 do under the delegate system.
2d. Tt does awny with all the falee
modeaty of candidates. They come
out apenly fn the papers announcing
their desire for a certain office and ask
their friends and the public to give
them theit sapport. The newspapers
generallf have a columm of announce-
meats, with  graduated fees for the
servico proportioned 10 the impartance
of the offiee.  The printing of tickets
is nlso paid tor by themsetves,

Thero is but ono primary meoting
for cach election, and delegates to city
or-Eistrict 23 well as ward conventions
miy be chosen, Lut generally one del-
egito to represent the clection district
and its vote in the organization will be
found to be advissble. “'his delegate
should fe hield fo a strict representa-
tian of the wishes of his district, as
expremacd by their voles, nnd  should
never be again selected when ho has
onue betrayed biy trust.

The Crawford Coanty Syatem origs
inally gave the condidate Laving (he
highest sumber of votes the nomina-
tion  Tn countics where large towns
or ¢ities were located it was found that
gentrally the whola ticket would be
made from the center or city. The
application of the rele gave the con-
vention an opportunity to straighten
oul this error when it oecurred and
still regard the wishics of the majority
of tha party—the dulegates would ul-
timately decide upon nomnations that
balanced and gave strength fo the
whole tictet.

Lying be-
tween the blue Ridge aud tbe eastern
apors of the Alleghany Mountaine, with
s varying breadth of from forty to a
hundred miles, the Valley is watared
by the Shesandosh River, s mountain
strosm of great beanty and boldness,
formed by the junation of the South
and North Rivers, near Harrison.
burgh, and unning thence a distanca
of one hundred miles into the Potos
mac at Harper's Ferry. The valley of
Virginia extenda from the Potomac to
the Southern boundary of the State,
but the section of which wa especially
write terminates near &
there conneots with the Virginia Con-
tral Rmlroad, as also at Strasburg
(forty miles fron the Potomac) with
Eastern Virgima.  But, besides these
railrond connections, theae are not less
thau eight turnpikes erossing the Blue
Ridge gaps, and as many on the' west
leading over the Alleghanies.
