REMOVAL OF THE CAPITOL.

Call for a National Convention at
Cinoinasti-

The undersigned, composing the Ex-
soutive Committeo appeinted by the
National Convention which assembled
at St, Louis on the 20th day of Octo-
ber, A, D. 1869, and acting ender the
autherity conferred upon them for this
purpose, hnreby call a Couvonticn, to
ba compesed of delegates from all the
Btatos sud Territories, and from she
District of Columbin, to assemble al
Cincinnati, on the 25th day of October
next, to consider the queation of the
romoval of the Capitol, and to take
such action theveupon a8 sball be deer-
ed wise and proper.

This Convention ia to be composed
of three {3) dolegates from each Con*

gressional district, six (6} from each
State at large, shree. {3} from gach
torritory, and thres (3) from the Dis-
trict ot Columbia, to be appointed by
the Governors of tha States and terri-
toties respectively, and by the Mayer
of the city of Washington.

If for sny resson the Governor of
any State or Tercitory shall fail or re-
fuse to appoint delegates, the nppeint-
ment shell be made by a Convention
called for that purposa.

Tha discussions of the proposed ro-
woval in Congreas, in the press, in the
forum, snd smorg the poople, direeted
and stimulated by the delibarations
and action of the Convontion which
met 24 St. Louis, demonstrated "the
valus of organized action in its behalf;
have dsveloped its strength, bave ex-
posed the woskness of the  opposition
and leave Wo room to doubt that
speedy success will fallow vigorous aad
faithfu! effort.
