The
pareat who cannot forget the severe dutles
of life sometimes. to fly the kite and trundle
the hoop and chase the ball and jump the
rope with bis children, ought never to have
been tempted out of & erusty and unredeem-
able solitariness, If you want to keep your.
children away from places of sin you can
only do it by making your home attractive.
You may preacn sermons and advocate re-
forms and denounce wickedness, and- yet
your ehildren will be captivated by the glit-
tering saloon of sin unless you' can make
your home a brighter place: than any
other place on euarth to them, Oh,
gather all charms into your house. If
you can afford it, bring books and pie-
tures and cheerful entertainments to the
household. But above ail teach those
children, not by half an hour twice a
year on the Subbath day, but day after day
and every day teach them that religion is a
great gladness; that it throwa chains of gold
about the neck; that it takes no spring from
the foot, no blitheness from the heart,” no
sparkle from the eye, no ring from thelaugh-
ter, but that “her ways are ways of pleasant-
ness, and all her pathe are peace.”

Op
the other hand, If the layer of glue is
too thick or the consistence too viscous,
the outer part hardens too qulckiy, se
thet the glass powder camnot embed
Itself In it -

‘When the glue has been spread o»
the paper the powdered glass must be
sifted on through an appropriate sleve.
This operation also requires considers-
ble skill, through not so much as the
spreading eof the gime. .For the glass
must not bs sifted merely In such a
manner a8 to Yae & glven quantity to
a sheet, but so that each sheet may be
covered evénly. [KEven then all the
powder will not stick, and some of the
particles lle upon others without tonch-
[ng the glue; these can be shaken off
by a slght movement of the paper.
When the superfluons glass pewder
has been removed a wooden roller Is
passed ligh®y over the paper to press
the particles of glass as firmly as pos-
sible into the glue and to form 8 per-
fectly even surface.
