Government Alarmed at Immigration.

. Washington. — President Roosevelt
and his Cabinet are becoming alarmed
at the enormous number of immigranta
landing in our ports and important
recommendations will be made to the
incoming Congress.

Three methods of restriction are nnder
consideration—an increase in the head
tax from $2 to 820 or $25 each; limita-
tion of the number of immigrants from
each foreign country; and an educa-
tional gualification.

The educational test wonld work as &
limitation only for a short time, becanse
it is thought by officials herg that the
steamship companies, which are encour-
aging immigration, would establish
schools abroad to meet requiretnents.
On this account an increase in the head
tax is now regarded more serionsly than
any other proposition yet put forth.
