I
felt real peculiar wondering what
had happened to everybody. McFall
had walked 13 feet before he drop-
ped and him with four deadly shots
in his body.

“The funny thing about it was
that just when we were in the thick
of the firing a car ran by on the
highway, They got four bullets in
their hood and it most scared the
folks that was driving it to death.
If they had been going just a little
bit faster they would have been hit
sure enough.

“The McFalls got me indicted for
shooting Johnny but Judge Finley
and Johnson J. Hayes, the solicitor,
nolle prossed (prosequi) me and
threw it out. It was a clear case of
self defense. I remember what
Judge Finley said, “if I’d had that
double barreled shotgun trained on
me, I’'d never have waited to say
anything, T'd either have shot him
or been like a snake and erawled off
as fast as I could.”
