Giving quick estimation of the
value of a dictionary, most persons
would no doubt underestimate its

usefulness. . It is_a plain, ordinary|

looking book. Perhaps it is our un-
fortunate practice to guess at the
meaning of words. You will be
amazed at the number of times the
dictionary comes to your aid.

These are some of the eircum-
stances in which you would be lost
without a dictionary. If you were

writing a letter and didn't know
whether you had received or ‘“re-
cieved” the letter, if you had

heard a common word pronounced
two different ways and you were
uncertain which was correct; if you
were conversing with an intellectual
person and he had spoken a word
whose meaning you did not know;
if you wanted to abbreviate and
didn’t know the abbreviation.

These are very common occur-
rences. Even if you do things well
in each case, you can make guess-
work a certainty by consulting the
ever-useful dictionary. In addition
to this, the dictionary can be used
in some way in every class we at-
tend. For instance, in English for
composition work; in a language for
derivations and the origin of words;
in commercial subjects for the defi-
nition of some term with which we
are not familiar,

You will be the one to choose
whether you will speak clearly and
understand well or whether you will
be in the dark most of the time.
Carry a pocket dictionary sround
and when you are in doubt as to the
meaning or pronunciation of a word
refer to your old standby, the dic-
tionary.

If you have a command of the
English language, you have started
on your way to success.

By the time this paper comes from
the press, you will be completing
the third week of your new school
year. It is rather important for
each of you at this time to take a
brief inventory of what you have ac-
complished so far and consider
whither you are travelling.

1 have already complimented you
on the very fine way in which you
have started your school year. 1
have found you to be a perfectly
normal group of young people, with
your own individual natures and
temperaments, to be sure, but all
responsive to fair play and all filled
with that intense desire for exper-
ience and knowledge that is so char-
acteristic of youth and about which

are centered many of your prob-
lems.
However, please remember that

no matter how valuable a good start
may be, you cannot depend on the
inertia of this beginning to carry
you thru the year. There is no such
thing as perpetual motion in school
any more than in mechanics. Every
machine, regardless of how well it
is built, will eventually stop, unless
energy is constantly applied to it.
The novelty of & new school year,
of new subjects, even of a new prin-
cipal, will soon wear away. Tt is
then that you will face the grim
necessity of applying constant ener-
gy to your school work.

Even this has its compensatjons.
A certain Greek philosopher once
said: “Difficulties are the things that
show what men are.” Ahead of you
then, lies the testing period. Will
you be weighed in the balance and

found wanting? The answer lies
largely with your own self. MayI
suggest three respensibilities: First

to your lessons, De your daily work
well and on time. Spend a little
time in studv each day onteide of
school hours.

Recond, vesponsibility to  others.
No ane may do exactly as he pleases.
Conduet yourself properly, both in
schesl and out, with due considera-
tion for those in whose presence ou
may bhe  Re-pect the judgment of
vour pprente and teachare

Third. you have a responeibility
to caur schonl and community. Start
the foundations for g good charae-
ter here in schanl  Remember that
it is= what you are and not whe you
are that counts. RBe loyal to vour
school, obeying its regulations and
supporting its activities. The ae-
ceptance of this three-fold respon-
sibility will go far towards insuring
a really balanced education,
