Turnip, Growing Wild,

First Found by Greeks

The turnlp has been used as food
since ancient times, The Greeks found
it growing wild and cultivated (L
Pliny, the Roman historian, reported
turnips welghing 40 pounds. During
the Middle ages, turnips were used
throughout Europe.

Before the introdoction of potatoes
in Bngland, the turnip was of great
importanceiand in Wales it remalned
the chief vegetable food of the poorer
classes until the Nineteenth c¢entury.
The picture of a turnip wes used In
thae coat of arms of many noblemen
to represent a person of good dlsposi-
tlon and one who relleved the poor.

In Germany during the World war,
the turnip crop was at times the chief
source of food supply. During the
winter of 1917 it became c¢nstomary
to eat turnips with nearly every meal,
either bolled, fried, or ingeniously dis-
guised ip bread or coffee.
