I'len Beetle Attack

Insect Appears Suddenly

And Works Fast, Freding
On a Wide Variety of
Plants.

A tiny, plump, shiny black insect,
exceedingly active and with a hop
that ic so chararteristic of the move-
ments of a flea as to give the incect
the very appropriate c~ognomen of
“flea heetle,”” will soon make 1its ap-

pearance in  vegeftahle and flower

gardens thruout the State, 1f it has

not already arrived, snys Dr. H. C.
Huckett, entomologist at the &tate
Fxperiment Station at (Geneva.

The insect itself is so small that
it may not bhe easily recognized, hut

after a few days in the garden it
will make itself known by the nrid-
dled appearance of the foliage of

the plants on which it feeds, which
soon looks as tho it had been ﬁddledi

with shot.

Flea heetles feed on a large var-
iety of plants, but are most trou-
blesome on cucumbers, potaoctes, to-
matoes, egg plants, radishes and
cabbage, and are believed to be re-
sponsible for the spread of certain
plant diseases, says Dr. Huckett. In
July and August a second brood may
play havoc with potatoes, tomatoes

and egg plants.

Fortunately, flea beetles dislike
leaf surfaces covered with any for-
eign material, such as sprays or
dusts; and if treatments are madej
before serious injury occurs and if
the leaf surfaces are thoroly coat-
ed, the insects are easily held 1in
check. Since the adults appear sud-
denly and work fast, it 1s important
to keep 8 close watch on the garden
to detect the first signs of invasion,
Calcium arsenate in bordeaux mix-
ture is regarded as the safest and
most effective spray, while tobacco
dust with lime or a calcium arsen-
ate and monohydrated copper sul-
fate dust with lime are- recommend-

ed among the dust preparations,
