Whatever the cause or basis,
alcoholism is best treated by a
doctor or by a psychiatrist or
other medical spectalist whom
the doctor may recommend.
Amateur advice of amateur
“nsychiatrists’” may make things
worse for the aleoholic. Drugs
recently developed for alcoholic
treatment should not be taken
unless under medical prescription
and supervision.

Many alcoholics are also help-
ed in arresting their drinking
through the efforts of a group
of humane and intelligent ex-
alcoholiecs known as *“Alcoholics
Anonymous.” Members of /\the
association, which has the ap-
proval of many doctors, unsel-
fishly lend every assistance to
the person who seeks it, regard-
less of gpersonal sacrifice.

The serious present-day Y Q-
blem of alcoholism will be solved
through the tireless efforts of
the medical world, lay organiz-
ations like the AA’s, and scien-
usts studing the emotional and
physical aspects of the disorder.
