Crusade under the
Double-Barred Cross

The red Doubled-Barred uvross
in the lower corner of the 1951
Christmas Seal is the registered
insignia of the National Tubercu-
losis Association and its 3,000
affiliates throughout the country.

A Doubled-Barred Cross had
been the family emblem of God-
frey. de Bouillon, Duke of L.or-
raine, and the French noblemen
used it for identification on his
shield as he led the First Cru-
sade in the late eleventh century.
The international symbol of the
fight against TB, also the trade-
mark of the NTA and its affil-
iates, is an adaptation of that
Lorraine Cross.

The red Doubled-Barred Cross
of the tuberculosis campalgn
dates back to the international
Tuberculosis Conference held in
Berlin in October, 1902, when a
French physician, Dr. Gilbert
Sersiron, proposed that 1t be
