“ Searcnes For Causes

Cr “_ attietale Gray”

Tne “hidden” dirt that
bornly sticks to even the best-
washed clothes and causes “tat-
tletale gray” may someday be a
thing of the past, according o a

stub-

" Cornell University researcher.

Determining why dirt clings to .
cotton even after careful washmg
is the purpose of research lreing
conducted by Prof.. Mary E. Pur.
chase, of dhe household aconomica
and management department, N,
Y. State College of Home Econ-
omics, Cornell.

After research has shown what
causes residual dirt in cotton, it
may be possible to develop new
washing methods to .release even
the most. stubborn dirt particles,
she said.

For example, application of an
electric shock during washing, or
use.of a.laundry liquid other than
water may be two sclutions to the
problem, according to the re-
searcher. oot

While on sabbatical leave at
Iowa State University from Febru-
ary 1 to July 31, Profeasor Pur-
chase conducted preliminary re-
search to determine what bonds
kold dirt particles in cotton. One
hypothesis is that a small number
of positively charged particles in
dirt act as a bridge between the
rest of the dirt — which is nega-
tively charged. — ard the cloth,
she said.

In experiments, Professor Pur-
chase substitutes cellophane for
cotton as a test “fabric”. This is
valid since both materials have
the same chemical composition,
the researcher said. By using the
smooth-surfaced cellophane, she
avoids problems created by the ir-
regularities of woven cloth.

Professor Purchase’s first step
ig to soil the cellcphane with clay
particles, which re resent ordin-
ary dirt. After washing the cello-
phare, she makes the residual dirt
radioactive. Then by measuring
the radioactivity of the dirt, she
can determine how much remains
cn the cellophane.

She plans to run the same ex-
periment using a special rare clay
without charged particles. If this
results in no residual dirt. Pro-
fessor Purchase will conclide that
it is the vositivly charged parti-
cles in ordinary clay or dirt that
causes “‘hidden” dirt.
